We spent just under £12,000 on a decarbonisation road mapping report, no specific
decarbonisation technology has been installed following this report as yet, though
some further feasibility studies have now taken place in 2022.

Sustainability such as increased recycling, better monitoring of consumption through
AMR meters, staff awareness campaigns, have saved the trust money although
difficult to quantify how much as prices of energy and services have risen.
