e) Please list all controlled medications and cytotoxic drugs prescribed by
physician associates, and the total number of occasions on which they were
prescribed?

f) Please give the number of patients who came to harm as a result of PAs making
any unauthorised prescriptions?

g) Please explain how it was possible for PAs to prescribe medication at your
trust (e.g. PAs accidentally given prescribing functionality)?

h) What steps have you taken to rectify this issue, including any penalties for the
physician associates involbed?
